D. Glenn reported the 6 month extension had been granted. For the repeaters, the equipment list will be finalized by the end of this week. City of Pottsboro has received bids for the building to support the repeater equipment for tower at the Pottsboro town site. The costs of construction cannot be paid for with grant dollars and the County is not able to offset any costs and PFD is asking the association for assistance with this expense. The cost of the building is $2300. After discussion, a motion was made for the association to pay up to $2400 for the cost of the building with the caveat that any dollars generated or appropriate costs savings realized by the City of Pottsboro for the use of the building beyond this repeater, that the association be paid back in full. The motion was approved with one dissenting vote. The departments receiving pagers were distributed the necessary documents in the meeting. Only pending item is waiting on the FCC licensing process. Until that is complete, no progress can be made regarding repeaters.

The Chief from Locust volunteered and was assigned to represent the association.
VI. Other Business/Announcements
J. Jones spoke regarding a situation regarding a Red Cross shelter that had been requested to be opened up, but not from local emergency management. Members were asked to be aware of Red Cross finances and the proper method of requests. The decision to open up a shelter should be made deliberately with consideration including local emergency management. 
North Shore is hosting a 9/11 service at their station starting at 5pm.

Donnie Glenn asked about radio frequencies and the benefit of using state interoperability channels during taskforce/mutual aid deployments. There will be new channels replacing the interoperability channels with narrow band requirements.
Whitewright will be having a fall festival on Nov 6.

There is an incident command course, Sept 23, 6-8pm at the County Courthouse.

A second reminder was made regarding NIMSCAST being due Sept 30. Organizations must have a NIMs implementation policy at the local level. That policy will be different for each city/organization. Each city/organization should determine who will take command in an emergency and what NIMs classes they are required to take. Members were advised to not wait until the deadline to start.
