OBJECTIVE: 

To establish guidelines for the deployment of specific Fire Service and Emergency Medical Service (EMS) recourses.   

POLICY:
All fire departments and EMS providers within Grayson County are affected by this policy. Volunteer and paid personnel should be familiar with the information, including how to request additional resources and how the task force is utilized. 

GOAL:
Six specific task force units are described within this policy.  It is the goal of this policy to provide an organized method for requesting and the deployment of resources that may be necessary to mitigate an incident.  The deployment of personnel and equipment made or requested by this policy is with the consideration of the safety of personnel and the protection of life and property. 

TASK FORCE DESCRIPTION:

Within this policy, there are six specific task force units.  Two groups; Task Force Blue and Task Force Green, are organized for deployment in response to open brush or range fires. 

Task Force Tango is comprised of water tenders and pumpers that may be utilized to support either Task Force Blue or Task Force Green or may be deployed to support structural firefighting.
Task Force Mike is composed of BLS and ALS Medic Units that can be deployed in the event of a Mass Casualty Incident (MCI) or to support a large EMS Incident.

Task Force Yellow is a Reserve Component Group. TFY may be deployed to relieve Task Force Green or Task Force Blue or may be deployed as staffing support to any large scale incident.

Task Force Red is an Incident Management Team.  Task Force Red may be requested as part of a Task Force Deployment or as an independent response team to support the Incident Commander on a specific incident or operation. 
PHILOSOPHY:
 The Grayson County task force deployment is to support the scene Incident Command, not to assume command. Upon arrival, the scene Incident Command may request that the Task Force Leader assume command. If Command is transferred, it should be done face-to-face and all units on the scene must be advised of the transfer of command. The Task Force Leader will announce the name of Command and immediately conduct a PAR.
Each Task Force shall operate under the direct authority of the Task Force Leader.  Units within the Task Force will report to the Task Force Leader unless reassigned. Upon reassignment, the releasing Task Force Leader and the accepting Task Force Leader will each acknowledge the reassignment and transfer accountability tags accordingly. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
Incident Command shall assign an operations channel. Individual Task Force Leaders should communicate with Command on the assigned channel.  Individual Task Force Units should be assigned a sub-channel for communications within the Task Force Group.

Section 2
Personnel & Accountability

All personnel responding as part of Task Force must have complete Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) and Personal Accountability Tags (PAT).

Prior to deployment, the Task Force Commander will obtain the accountability tags for all personnel in his group.  If additional personnel are assigned to a Task Force, the Task Force Commander shall obtain that PAT.  No member shall be part of a Task Force unless the Task Force Leader has possession of the PAT.

Upon arrival at the incident, the Task Force leader will complete a roster of all personnel assigned to his Group.  Accountability Tags and Passports will be given to the Accountability Officer

Section 3
Pre-Activation

Task Force Commanders shall monitor National Weather Service and local conditions for possible pre-activation. Pre-Activation will be at the discretion of the Task Force Leader (Green or Blue and the Task Force Red Leader). 

Recommended Pre-Activation should occur when a Red Flag Warning is issued by the National Weather Service or when conditions warrant.

Upon Pre-Activation, Task Force Leader will contact both Task Force Green and Task Force Blue Leader.  Each TFL will contact units on their TF and confirm that units and personnel are available to respond if activated.  Fill-In units may be selected from TF Yellow as needed to complete the assignment.  The assigned TFL will notify Red Leader when units and personnel are verified and ready to deploy. 
Red Leader will contact Grayson County Dispatch, the Grayson County Office of Emergency Management and Sherman Fire Dispatch. Task Force Red Leader will inform them that the Task Force has been Pre-Activated. The Pre-Activation will be in effect for 24 hours and may be extended at the discretion of the Red Leader.  
Section 4
Activation

Any Fire Department requesting deployment of a Task Force shall contact Grayson County Fire Dispatch and request the deployment. The requesting Incident Commander shall specify the location of the incident, a safe route in, the location of the command post, and the assigned radio frequency for the operation. 
GCFD must obtain exactly what is requested; Wild land Task Force, Tender Task Force, MCI Task Force, etc. 

GCFD will immediately contact Sherman Fire Dispatch and request deployment of the Task Force. Sherman Dispatch will notify the Task Force Red Leader, typically this will be the on-duty Shift Commander (903-892-7266 or 903-357-0362).
Section 5
Deployment Within Grayson County

The Task Force shall and must respond as a unit.  Upon request for deployment, Red Leader will contact both Green Leader and Blue Leader and advise them of the deployment.  A Staging location will be selected and all units will meet at that location.  
The Task Force Leader will advise Red Leader when the Task Force has been assembled and is ready for deployment.  Direct communication between the two Task Force Leaders is critical.  

Green Leader or Blue Leader will obtain PAT from responding personnel and verify that personnel have PPE and advise units of the appropriate radio channel. 

TF Red will deploy and respond immediately to the Command Post.  

TF Yellow will be deployed at the request of the Red Leader or the Leader of the deployed Task Force. 
Section 6 
Deployment Outside of Grayson County

If an agency outside of Grayson County requests the activation and/or deployment of a Task Force, Grayson County Dispatch will notify the Sherman Fire Department. Sherman Dispatch will contact Task Force Red Leader and provide the information and location of the incident. Red Leader will contact both Green Leader and Blue Leader and advise them of the deployment.  A Staging location will be selected and all units will meet at that location.  

The Task Force Leader will advise Red Leader when the Task Force has been assembled and is ready for deployment.  Direct communication between the two Task Force Leaders is critical.  

Green Leader or Blue Leader will obtain PAT from responding personnel and verify that personnel have PPE and advise units of the appropriate radio channel. 

TF Red will deploy and respond immediately to the Command Post.  

TF Yellow will be deployed at the request of the Red Leader or the Leader of the deployed Task Force. 

Red Leader will contact the Grayson County Office of Emergency Management and advise them of the request for an out-of-county deployment. The Grayson County EMC will coordinate with the requesting agency and that County EMC for a  formal, written request (213). 

Red Leader and the Grayson County EMC will establish a communication plan that will include periodic updates. The GCOEM will assist and support the activation with logistical and planning functions.  This office may also assist in resource management, including requesting additional outside resources that may be necessary to support the deployment. 

Section 7
Mutual Aid and Reimbursement
 Each department providing assets or personnel in support of task force operations does so as an individual agency or jurisdiction pursuant to the provisions of the Texas Statewide Mutual Aid System as defined in Section 418 of the Texas Government Code, also known as the Texas Disaster Act.
Agencies activated or deployed according to this procedure understand that they may seek reimbursement from the requesting agency for all costs associated with the activation or deployment but that activation and deployment is not subject to a guarantee or promise of reimbursement.  

Deployment within Grayson County with or without a Mutual Aid Agreement or outside of Grayson County without a mutual aid agreement or State approved request for assistance (213) may not be considered for reimbursement. 

Each Agency assumes the responsibility for the approval, activation and deployment of its equipment, personnel and other resources. 

Section 8
Personnel / Equipment Leaving Incident

Any personnel or equipment leaving a task force assignment must check out with the task force commander and with the Incident Commander.  When released, the Accountability Officer will return the PAT to the member. The Accountability Officer will then verify that the Task Force Leader has removed that member from his roster. 
Section 9
Assignments

The following Task Force Assignments are in effect. Any changes to this section will include a revision date in the header of this policy.  Task Force groups have been arranged to reduce the impact on any single department or area of Grayson County.
